We asked the question: Who
benefits from our fear? People who try to spread fear are often seeking the (apparent) security
that comes from gaining power or profit, but that apparent security is so attractive precisely
because they themselves are afraid. So we’re called to respond to fear with love. We can do
this by:

1. Refusing to participate in the culture of fear.

2. Taking people’s underlying concerns seriously (even when we don’t approve of how
those concerns are articulated).

3. Modeling courageous living in community.

The 2023-2024 fiscal year was a great year for our congregation. Our overall giving increased by
7.7% over the previous year, and we were able to beat our budgeted giving by $1,500! We were
also able to save on expenses through our decision to close Third Place Chicago. Finally, we
fulfilled the commitment we made to our mission partners by giving away an additional
$423,886 of our Mission Investment Fund to support their faithful ministry efforts. Thank you
for your continued commitment to grow in generosity that made all of this possible!
